Other CTC Awards
Did you know CTC has a national awards scheme which has promoted the work of volunteers for many years? They are particularly relevant for long service for a group or community within cycling.

CTC members can be nominated for Certificate of Merit for outstanding service to CTC or cycling at any level. Similarly non-members can be awarded a Certificate of Commendation. In recent years these have been awarded to a whole village who host a nationally recognised event and to a café owner who has tirelessly supported his local cycling groups.

To make a nomination a single A4 sheet with a citation should be sent to “The Awards Committee” c/o Sue Cherry at the address above. The committee meets roughly twice a year, but if an award is needed for a special commemoration date, then contact Sue for more information anytime.
