This popular event will be run on 4th July 2010, starting and finishing at the Scout Headquarters, Higher Kinnerton, Nr. Chester. The OS Map reference of the HQ is: OS Sheet 117. SJ 332 615. There are no alterations to the route from last year. As entries are limited to 100, early application is advisable. 

Entries close on 23rd June 2010.
The Presentation of Certificates and the trophies for the Senior Lady and Gentleman riders, will take place at the Scout HQ at 1945hrs, and all entrants are asked to attend this important part of the day’s events.

Conditions:

1).
The event is open to all cyclists, whether or not they are CTC members, who are at least 50 years of age on 01.03.10.

2).   All cycles, of whatever type, must be roadworthy and MUST be equipped with full-length mudguards. Anyone whose cycle is not so equipped will have their entry cancelled and will NOT have their entry fee refunded.
3).
Entrants will be divided into groups of approximately 12 riders and the first group will depart at 0800hrs. Remaining groups will depart at interval of 10 minutes. If you want to ride in the same group as a friend, there is space on the entry form to nominate one person of your choice only. Every effort will be made to accommodate your wish, but no guarantee is given that it will be fulfilled.

4).  Entrance fee: £18.25     For this you get a Certificate, 11ses and tea at Overton, lunch at Llandrinio, a drinks stop on the return journey and tea and biscuits at the start and finish, as well as the companionship of like-minded cyclists. What more could you ask for? 

5).  Read this and act accordingly. 

     The Cyclists’ Touring Club is not a racing club, as its name confirms, but it bears repeating that this event is not a race and has never been intended to be anything other than a social event, taking place at a sedate pace in pre-ordered groups, during a long distance ride. Unfortunately some people who are stronger riders than most of us, or who are accustomed to riding at a faster pace than this event is run at, have ignored the ethos behind the event in recent years, and have left their group and proceeded independently. Note that the venues will ONLY be open during the times stated in the route sheet. There is therefore, nothing to be gained by leaving your group, so please exercise a bit of patience and enjoy the company of your fellow group riders. Because of the numbers involved, riders are sent off in groups, for safety reasons as much as anything, as well as to make matters easier for the caterers. Given that I have no knowledge of the physical abilities of more than a handful of the entrants, the arrangement of people in groups of equal riding ability is an impossible task. Groups are initially selected therefore on the basis of age, with the oldest riders going first and the youngest last. Where possible, these initial groupings are modified according to any requests that individuals may have made to ride with friends. This almost inevitably means that there will be a wide discrepancy between the abilities of the riders in a group. Bear in mind that the leader will set a pace that all in the group can maintain with reasonable comfort, and because of this it is earnestly requested that you do not ride away from the group; follow the old maxim of “Do not overtake the leader” and all will be well. Last year’s event was much better in this respect than in previous years; with everyone’s co-operation, the improvement will continue.  Thank you.

6).   If you require vegetarian food at LUNCH, you must make this plain on the entry form, and ask the caterer for your food on arrival at Llandrinio. Vegetarian dishes will be available at the tea stop, so there is no need to order specially for this meal.

7).
Route sheets, riding groups and start times will be sent out on Monday 28th June 2010. 

8).
The Scout HQ will be open as follows: 
0730hrs-0930hrs. Please SIGN IN on arrival.

1830hrs-2100hrs. Please SIGN IN on your return to the Scout HQ.

9).  There will be a sag wagon should anyone require assistance, but it will only cope with riders and conventional bicycles. Recumbents, trikes, tandems, penny-farthings and any other exotic pedal powered machines will have to be collected by their owners from wherever they have been left on the route. Bear this in mind when choosing your steed for the day.
